Industry Advisory - Summary for Selected Almond Growing Regions  
For the coming week, low to zero risk is forecasted for Alternaria leaf spot, anthracnose, and bacterial spot in 
all regions (Table 1). The 5-day and 7-day indices are decreasing for anthracnose and bacterial spot for Kern-W; 
whereas they are increasing for Fresno-E. The 7-day index for Alternaria leaf spot is increasing for Butte-W and 
Colusa-E.  

Overall, the forecasts are subjected to the amount and duration of precipitation (leading to leaf wetness) and 
realized temperatures. Forecasted temperatures are remaining relatively cool (14.1 to 27.3C) in all regions for 
the next week. Most will not have precipitation except Fresno-E (0.06 mm) and Kern-W (0.28 mm) on 5-12, 
indicating that the overall disease pressure will be low in most almond growing regions of the state (Table 2). 

The website https://www.ag-radar.com (password: Almondboard2022) displays actual and forecasted disease 
risk assessments for each region. Because these are regional forecasts, precipitation may vary with region and 
differ for the forecasted rainfall. Please check https://www.ag-radar.com for up to date daily forecasts.
